Before working with chemicals – see the Material Safety Datasheet for correct treatment and measures in case of spillage and/or injuries. Implement preventive actions.
Call 113 and alert locally.

For use in further treatment, bring the Material Safety Data Sheet for the relevant chemical to the ambulance or doctor. 
Chemical spillage on skin 
Rinse with running water and wash with soap and water. 
Remove splashed jewellery, clothes and shoes. 
If possible, use emergency shower.
Call 113. 
Chemical spills/splash in eyes 
Rinse immediately with plenty of water with the eyelid held wide open – 5-15 minutes. 
Call 113.
Inhaling of poisonous gas, vapour or smoke 
Fresh air + rest. Recovery position if unconscious. 
Call 113.
Ingestion of chemicals
Rinse mouth with water.  
To drink can have a dilution effect. However never give anything to drink to people that isn`t able to drink by themselves.
Do not induce vomiting (there are exceptions, Cyanid).
